MEESS RULES

e Once a student joins the Hostel, he/she is deemed to have become amember of the
Mess until he / she vacates the Hostel officially.

o Strictdiscipline should be maintained in the Dining Hall.

e Hostel Management reserves the right to make the changes in the menu without any
prior information.

e Students can entertain their parents as guests on prior permission from the Hostel
Authorities. The meal charges for guest is Rs. 50 per head for Breakfast, Rs. 80/- for
Lunch or Dinner.

e Meals shall be served in the Mess of the Campus during the scheduled hours as
notified from time to time. No meal or retfreshments shall be served to Hostellers
outside the Mess except with the permission of Warden for sick student only.

e Students are not allowed to take the Mess utensils out of the Dining Hall, failing which
a fine of Rs.500 will be imposed. However, in case of sick, student may be allowed to
take utensils butthe studentor his/herroommates are also liable to pay the same fine,
if utensils are notreturned immediately.

e Students shall refrain from entering the Mess without being appropriately dressed.
e Entry to Kitchenis strictly prohabited.

e No Hosteller shall waste food. Paying mess bill does not entitle a Hosteller to waste
food. If any student is found wasting food, he/she will be fined Rs. 1000/- for the first
time.Ifhe/sheisfoundrepeating the same mistake, shall be expelled from the Hostel.

e Thefood will be served by mess employees only.
e Mess timing must be strictly followed by the boarders.
